1. Start dates - Write the start date for each week of the term. Note that there’s usually a non-teaching week mid-term, this is identified in the calendar as the ‘Break Week’ column.
2. Note assessment due dates – Include the specific day and time the assessment is due. 
3. Add assessment descriptions - At the start of each term you’ll be given unit outlines detailing what assessments are required for each unit. Put the assessment details into your term planner as shown in the example above.  
4. Include the weighting (percentage) of each assessment – Unit outlines will also express what assessments are worth to the overall mark. Make sure each unit adds up to 100%, including exams. 
5. Identify assessment start dates - Work back from the ‘Exams’ column 1 week for every 10% for start date (S) e.g. 20% work back two weeks for (S)
6. Add other key dates - List other important dates and activities on your term planner, e.g. a wedding, family visit. This helps help you identify if you have assessments due around that time so you can plan to start it earlier.
