3. The nomination process is confidential and alumni will not be consulted as part of the nomination process. 
Alumni have the option of accepting / declining the award after the determination of preferred candidates 
has been finalised by the Ceremonial and Honorary Awards Committee. 

4. All candidates put forward will remain on the awards list in subsequent years until they either win or are 
considered ineligible.
